Bravehearts believe it is imperative that an official specific cyber-safety complaints and reporting body exists and that it is expert in this field. Expert and focussed complaints and reporting functions are critical. Often the depth and breadth of a complaint will be apparent until such time as it is properly investigated by people with trained eyes and knowledge. Bravehearts often refer to e-Safety Commission and point media in their direction for additional educational resources – another area in which the capacity of the e-safety commission is unique and invaluable. The knowledge that must be gained by calls to the e-safety commission will provide incredibly important data for research purposes and to further inform our responses to the ever increasing dangers to children, young people online.
